Slide 5: Accessible Design and Universal Design
· Universal Design= broader, works for everyone, design aesthetics are very important

· Created by architects, designers for built environment but can apply it to online world as well

· Trying to make everything accessible

· There are many different types of disabilities and reasons why you might need to redo something

· Hidden disabilities= color-blindness, cognitive, psychological

Slide 6: Example of better webdesign 

· Accessible design actually makes things better for everyone—clearer design, wording, colors, etc. 

· Avoid the 10 deadly sins of webdesign (http://dwightdesign.com/articles/deadlySinsOfWebDesign.html)

Slide 7: Section 508

· Part of American Disability Act

· All federal and government websites and resources must be Section 508 compliant

· CSU, my university, requires that everything be 508 compliant by 2012
· Lots of universities are now working towards this goal which is about time

· So what does compliance take into account?:

· Screen Readers (JAWS, webanywhere)

· Closed Caption TV= magnifies, increases contrast

· Work for anyone is the goal

Slide 8: How do You Measure Accessibility?

· Lots of best practices: librarians love standards!
· W3C, WebAIM

· Lots of standards

FAE Rule Set

· Stands for Functional Accessibility Evaluator 

· From University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign

· Measures compliance with CITES/DRES (Campus Information Technologies and Educational Services/Disability Resources and Educational Services) HTML Best Practices 

· Techniques for implementing W3C’s Web Content Accessibility Guidelines and Section 508

beta Rule Set

· iCITA (Center for Information Technology Accessibility) HTML Best Practices implementation of: Illinois Information Technology Accessibility Act (IITA) Web Accessibility Standards, Section 508, W3C Web Content Accessibility Guidelines 1.0 and 2.0

HTML Validation—just good coding, so you have clean code

Navigation—go through your site, widget without using a mouse, using a screen reader, etc.

So what tools do you use?

Slide 9: Firefox Accessibility Toolbar

· Okay, I admit I’m a huge fan of Chrome but I use Firefox for testing too

· You really should check things in multiple browsers, but don’t kill yourself over it 

Accessibility Add-on is great, just search accessibility on the add-on part of Mozilla’s site

· You will get a new toolbar that you can see here or just use via dropdown

· You can generate reports, check accessibility, etc. 

· Reports: scans pages with the FAE or beta rule set

· Navigation: looks at your tags, highlights parts on the page, summaries are awesome, great to see what needs to be fixed (looks at: title, headings, image maps, menu/navigation bars, forms, etc.)

· Text Equivalents: looks at images, shows text equivalents (alt-tags), see what your page looks like without images

· Scripting: test site without scripts, disable events, see if you have ARIA (Accessible Rich Internet Applications) widgets 

· Style: see different views of site, high contrast, magnified, etc. 

· Validators: HTML, CSS, links to W3C
· Tools: Reports, test in different ways: like Cynthia Says, get reports from multiple sources

· Keyboard: can see shortcuts, navigation using the keyboard

· Options: very important—help pages, and how to re-set styles and settings 

Slide 10: Accessibility Report

· This is what a report looks like
· I ran this on Google’s homepage

· You can see the failings and warnings

· Very nice because it tells you where the problem is so you can fix it

Slide 11: Vischeck

· Kind of beta but a quick check of what a website looks like to someone who is colorblind

· Good to know because if you want to get artistic, some colors are really hard to see

· Compounding problem is the fact that there are no standards for alpha values so colors look different on different monitors 

· Tests 3 different types of color blindness
Slide 12: Example

· Again, see Google

· Can still see everything, but less contrast

· Big take home message—more contrast is good both for colorblindness and for those with low vision 

· Honestly, yellow on white bites, try something else

Slide 13: Retrofitting old Resources

· Many fixes are quite easy 

· Word docs

· Videos—close caption, Overstream rocks

· Changing font, sizes—easy on a website if you used a CSS

· Always easier to build accessible resources than to retrofit them

· I’m going to show just one, of the many resources, for retrofitting old resources: Overstream

Slide 14: Overstream.net
· I love YouTube videos and I use them a lot in my teaching 

· Really easy, so you can still use YouTube videos

· Now YouTube allows for closed Captioning and translation of closed captions, but for ones that don’t have this, use Overstream

· And once you know this, you can close caption in Captivate too

Slide 15: Creating New Resources

· There are a ton that we could discuss: lots of tools coming out
· SurveyMonkey is now 508 compliant

· If you find new resources, please leave a comment on my blog so I can use them too, thanks.  

· We are just going to go over 2: Adobe Captivate and Wordpress because I’m mostly interested in instructional resources because I teach 
· Captivate costs but Wordpress is free, check out if you can get a discount on Adobe products through your organization, lots of time you can 

Slide 16: Captivate

· Once you have imported stuff this is what your storyboard looks like

· You can import images, PowerPoint, screencaptures that you have recorded with Captivate

· Learning Curve, but well worth it 

· If you know other Adobe products, this will feel familiar

Slide 17: Closed Captioning (happiness!)
· After you record your voice over, you will need to close-caption it

· You will most likely want to change some of the settings as the default is semi-transparent overlay

· Click Project, choose Skin, Closed Captioning, click change settings and change the properties

· Always make sure the accessibility option is checked 

Slide 18: Waveform and Closed Captioning

· Like Overstream’s add caption

· Fairly easy, just pick where you want your caption to start and type in your caption

· This is where having a script will save you so much time 

Slide 19: Screen Reader Captions

· If you do the Closed Captioning first, you can just import it here 

· Yay, for not having to type everything multiple times! 

· You will also save time if you have a script to work with when you are recording your voiceover 

Slide 20: And the final Product: short clip

· Finding Print Reference Sources

Slide 21: Voicethread

· Alternative to Captivate—very cheap for a group account for educators, basic accounts are free

· they are working on screenreader accessibility right now, but have audio and text captioning which gives access

· Way gentler learning curve

· Get professional results 

Slide 22: Wordpress

· Who blogs here?

· What can I say, it is a great blog platform that is accessible

· You can easily change themes 

· Easy to update with pages and posts—students love it

· Can have discussion through the commenting feature

· Alternative to running your class through blackboard

· Also great way to update your patrons if not teaching a class because of RSS feed! 

· Truly, genius

· Voicethread has great tutorials

· Firefox—just get the add-on
